The vision of this year’s beneficiary, Open Door Mission, is to provide “long-term solutions that break
the cycle of homelessness and poverty.” Their goal, in addition to Christian exposure and
discipleship, is to equip men, women and children with the needed tools to become self-sufficient and
independent in their community.

“We love starting the season by making a difference,” noted NCAS Artistic Director Nancy Engdahl
Robson. “Open Door Mission is a worthy cause to bring our choirs together.”
